Re-apply waterproof/sweatproof sunscreen every 80 minutes.
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READ ALL POSTED SIGNS (r
BEFORE JUMPING IN.

If you have
questions about an attraction, ask a facility employee or lifeguard.

REACH OR THROW - DON'T GO!

If you see someone struggling, get help. Even trained lifeguards don’t
enter the water without having the proper flotation devices to keep safe.
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
